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                      Fun Day of Free Tennis Lessons and Games Set for April 4, 2009

 “Increasingly, we’re finding that funds for afterschool programs for youth are dwindling, leaving greater 
numbers of children and teens inactive and disengaged,” said Robert Hadden, the Senior Operations Director for 
Just Cause Tennis. “Just Cause Tennis has been in operation here in West Oakland where many underserved 
families live since 2004, and we’re committed to enriching the lives of this community through tennis despite the 
turn in the economy.” 
 
All of the activities planned for the upcoming clinic will be free to the children and their families who attend, 
said Hadden.  Activities such as on court tennis skills training, fitness drills, games, and prizes will be featured.  
However, to offset the cost for the clinic, and to help cover costs for future entrance fees that many ‘Just 
Cause’ kids Hadden hopes that one of the numerous companies and businesses in Oakland, and West Oakland 
specifically, will offer their financial support. 
 
“Today, more than ever, businesses are finding it very difficult to stay afloat financially let alone to give to 
other organizations,” Hadden added. “But at the end of the day, making an investment in our community’s young 
people I hope, will be a priority and a choice they make when they do decide to give.” 
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Just Cause Tennis Incorporated is an afterschool tennis program for children and teens, and a tennis program 
for senior citizens at the Brookfield Senior Center in East Oakland.
